The Collaborative Teaching Fellows program provides PhD students and Postdoctoral Fellows at Johns Hopkins,  
the University of Maryland and the National Institute on Aging (Intramural Research Program) diverse options for 
training and hands-on teaching experience with mentorship and coaching from teaching faculty at local host 
institutions. Experiences range from training workshops, guest lecturing, to lead instructor.   These experiences 
prepare trainees for their future academic positions.
